Camps around the South (and 
Kansas). 
 Tom will draw from re-

search he used in two books for his “crowd 
friendly” presentation:  The Day Dixie Died—
Southern Occupation, 1865-1866 and The Darkest 
Dawn—Lincoln, Booth and the Great American Tragedy.  
His remarks will be accompanied with a pictorial 

presentation of  some of  the personalities he will be 
discussing. 
 Tom has written 10 books on subjects in-
cluding the WBTS, the In-
dian Wars, the assassination 
of  Abraham Lincoln, World 
War II, and much more.   
 Our speaker was 
raised in Lawrence, Kansas 
(popularized by Quantrill’s 
Raiders) and Missouri where 
he was immersed in WBTS 
history.  He has been a pro-
fessional writer, researcher, 
historian and artist for the past 30 years.  He earned 
a BA in History at Washburn University in Topeka, 
Kansas (Bob Dole's alma mater).  Tom has resided 
both in the North and South and abroad including 
Maine, Massachusetts, Virginia, Texas, Germany, 
and  Greece.
